Detect double feeds—detects when two or more pages are fed through the scanner at the same time.

Color correction—uses the scanner’s default Gamma table, which has been calibrated to produce the
best quality color results for your scanner.

Remove blank pages—marks blank pages as “excluded” and excludes them from showing in your
batch and from your final exported file.

Image Settings

Brightness—adjusts the brightness level of the page.
Contrast—adjusts the contrast level of the page.
